My views on the proposals made by Persimmon Homes to construct 252 houses on the site of
Newfield Farm are as follows:

* I was not properly consulted when the original plans were passed to allocate this land
for housing, and I was not consulted or informed when the originally proposed site for
the new houses was changed from Hett Hills to Newfield Farm.

* I do not believe that there is a demand or requirement in Pelton for 252 extra houses
at this time or in the foreseeable future.

* Doctors and dentists lists are closed already. 252 extra families will make the
situation even worse.

* Tdo not accept that it is necessary to take greenfield land for the construction of new
houses instead of brownfield land previously used for housing in this area.

* [ believe that construction of the new site will impose intolerable strains on the local
water and sewerage infrastructure.

* Ido not believe that local roads will be able to take the increased commuter traffic
from 252 extra houses without severe congestion, danger to pedestrians /
schoolchildren, and unacceptable changes to the environment.

* [ do not wish to lose the “greenbelt” which has separated our villages for generations
past and which contributes to our quality of life in this area.

For the reasons I have indicated I ask you please to block all proposals to build houses or
other commercial buildings on the land surrounding Newfield Farm between Pelton,
Newfield and Pelton Fell. 1 would be grateful for an acknowledgement. Thank you.
